Code of Ethics

I testify to the following:

1. I will pursue only peaceful solutions to the violence of abortion when volunteering with the
40 Days for Life campaign.

2. I will show compassion and reflect Christ’s love to all Planned Parenthood facility
employees, volunteers, and customers.

3. I understand that acting in a violent or harmful manner immediately and completely
disassociates me from the 40 Days for Life campaign.

4.1 am in no way associated with the abortion facility/Planned Parenthood or its affiliates by
way of employment, informant, volunteer, client, or otherwise.
While standing in the city right of way outside the Planned Parenthood Facility:

5. I will not obstruct the driveways or sidewalk while standing in the public right of way. See
back page for information on where to stand at the Warsaw Planned Parenthood.

6. I will not litter on the public right of way.
7. I will closely attend to any children I bring to the prayer vigil.

8. I will not threaten, physically contact, or verbally abuse the abortion facility/Planned
Parenthood employees, volunteers, or customers.

9. I will not vandalize private property.

10. T will cooperate with local city authorities.



Instructions for Warsaw Planned Parenthood Prayer Vigil

1. Signs and educational materials can be picked up before your shift:
You can pick up your materials at Bob and Nelson Conley’s Barber Shop (corner of
Prairie and Buffalo Streets). Go in the back door of the building. Materials are located
inside the third door on the right. Materials can be picked up during the following times:
Monday through Friday - 7:00 am to 5:00 pm
Saturday - 7:00 am to 11:00 am
If your shift is during a time that the barbershop will not be open, you may pick up signs and
instructions on the front porch of Wyatt & Co Hair Designs just north of the Planned
Parenthood building.

Please return the signs as soon as possible after your shift.

2. Please do NOT park in the Planned Parenthood parking lot OR across the street at the BP gas
station.

3. Please stay on the public sidewalk during your vigil shift. We ask that you not stand on the
grass.

4. Do not block access to the sidewalk. Step back to allow pedestrians to use the sidewalk.

5. Please call Dave Koontz at 551-0239, if you have any issues with local businesses, Planned

Parenthood staff or the police or if you have any questions.
6. Where to stand - Please only stand on the sidewalk along S. Buffalo Street in front of the

Planned Parenthood office.
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Prayer Ideas

of protecting life and not ending it.

3. Pray for the women driving by who may have recently discovered they are pregnant and are
considering their options.
